India is known as fruit basket of the world. India is the second largest producer of fruits
and vegetables because of its fertile lands having every agro-climatic profile. India
produces all types of fruits from water melons to strawberries to citrus fruits. World's
finest mangoes are produced in India and take the second rank in world in its production.
India also ranks first in production of ginger and okra and second in production of
bananaand papaya.

Being the producer of all types of fruits and vegetables gives an upper hand to the
country in the export to the world. India is a fast-growing exporter and exports are
showing a consistent persistent growth over the years. In fruits such as mangoes, India
leads in export in quantity as well as quality. With attention being paid to all post harvest
management procedure such as grading, post harvest handling and phytosanitary
requirements and also providing infrastructure investments led to India's strong
presencein export markets.

Potential fruits for exports from the country include grapes, mangoes, pomegranate,
banana etc. In the Vegetable sector potential products for export are onion, potato,
okra, green chilies etc.

“surplus in terms of food production, processed
food industry is experiencing an innumerable
growth. India is harnessing this promising sector
with the use of innovative technologies such as
Individual quick frozen (IQF), Freeze dried, Retort
and Dehydration. The transfer of technology and
extension system in the country is strong and
extensive, which carries the message of newer
technology to thefield.

Linkages with a number of external agencies,
research and development organizations are
strong and many bilateral and multilateral
arrangements have been developed. This has
helped bringing latest technologies available
globally for value addition, which also helped to
improve agricultural productivity in general, and
diversification of crops in particular.

India's export of processed food products such as
Pulses, Mango Pulp, Groundnuts, Cucumber &
gherkins, Processed Fruits, Juices and Nuts under
the APEDA basket has witnessed a significant
exportinthe last one decade. Wineindustryin India
is also experiencing steady growth and seems to
capture promising overseas market making Indian
wines availablein every corner of the globe.




Cereals

Agriculture forms the core of the Indian economy with about two-thirds of
the population thriving on this sector for sustenance. Cereals formamajor
bulk of the crop grown.

India's Cereal Basket boasts of wide varieties and large quantities. Globally
India is positioned as the second largest producer of both rice and wheat.
The country also produces Jau (Barley), Maize and different varieties of
millets i.e. Jowar (Sorghum), Buckwheat, Sorghum (Jowar), Pearl Millet
(Bajra), Ragi/Mandua, Foxtail Millet, Proso Millet, Kodo Millet, Barnyard
Millet (Sawa/Sanwa/Jhangora), Little Millet (Kutki), Pseudo Millet -
Buckwheat (Kuttu), Amaranths (Chaulai),Brown Top Millet.

Rice is the second most popular Cereal consumed across the world. Major
categories of rice in India are grouped into Basmati and Non-Basmati. So
far, 43 rice varieties have been notified as Basmati by Govt. of India under
the Seeds Act 1966. About 1000 varieties of rice have been notified as
non-Basmati.

Basmati rice is a registered Geographical Indication (Gl) product of India.
Basmati Rice, which literally translate into fragrance of the earth,
originated in India, its cultivation in a delineated Gl area gives its
characteristics which has brought it fame. Owing to popular demand,
Indian Basmati Rice Exports have gone up exponentially in the past decade.

India wheat production has been constantly rising. India is second largest
wheat producer in the world. As a global culinary ingredient, wheat is used
in the making of bread, pasta cakes and for fermentation produce of
alcoholic beverages. Different varieties of wheat and wheat products are
exported to Bangladesh, United Arab of Emirates, Qatar, SriLanka, Oman,
Malaysia, Yemen, Afghanistan and Indonesia




Maize or corn is used for human consumption and animal feed. Besides
this Maize is also used as the raw material in the manufacturing of
starch, oil, protein, alcoholic beverages, food sweeteners,
pharmaceuticals, cosmetics, gums, etc. it is largely exported to
Bangladesh, Vietnam, Nepal, Malaysia, Myanmar, U Arab Emirates,
Bhutan, Thailand, Qatar, Syria

Millet is a common term to categorize small-seeded grasses that are
often termed nutria-cereals. Millets are the cereal crops generally
small-seeded and known for high nutritive value.

Increasinginterest in reviving the consumption of millets across various
countries is favoring the growth prospects of this market in recent
years. India is the 5th largest exporter of Millets. Millets exports from
India have continuously increasing. Different varieties of millets are
exported to Nepal, United Arab Emirates, Saudi Arab,
Libya, Tunisia, Morocco, UK, Yemen, Oman, Algeria etc.




ANIMAL PRODUCTS

India is rich in its livestock wealth, which
plays an important role in the socio-
economic aspects of India. Exports of
animal products contribute significantly in
the overall agri products exports. India has
prominent share in international
production and export in products like
Buffalo meat, Sheep/ Goat meat, Poultry
products, Animal Casings, Milk and Milk
products, Honey etc.

Indiais successfully exporting buffalo meat
to more than 70 countries since last 50
years with an excellent track record. Health
Certificates are issued from APEDA's
Meat.net portal. The animals are raised on
natural feeds without any supplement of
antibiotics, hormones and growth
promoters.

Poultry products exported form the
country include: Live Fowls/ Ducks/ Geese/
Turkey, Meat/ frozen chilled Deices, cut and
offal, fatty livers/ eggs/ egg yolk and birds.

Dairy products exported include: dry/
powdered/ condensed/ semi-solid whey,
Butter milk, Yogurt. Butter. powder/
grated/ fresh cheese/ cheese spreads, and
Ghee.

Organic products are grown with an environmentally and socially responsible
approach, under a designed system of agriculture, without the use of chemical
fertilizers and pesticides. This is a method of farming that works at the grass root
level, preserving the reproductive and regenerative capacity of the soil and
providing good plant nutrition and sound soil management.

India produces certified organic products which includes all varieties of food
products namely; Basmati Rice, Pulses, Honey, Tea, Spices, Coffee, Oilseeds, Fruits,
Processed Food, Cereals, Herbal medicines and their value-added products.

Talking about cereals, a sizeable quantity of organic Basmati Rice is produced in the
country. Organic Basmati Rice is produced in Uttarakhand, Haryana, U.P and J&K
while the Non-Basmati Rice varieties are grown across the nation. Organic cereals
and millet are also produced in the country. Organic pasta made from organic wheat
also finds many takers.

An entire range of organic pulses-green gram, black gram and horse gram, along

witharhar, chick pea, cow pea, and kidney beans are produced.
