3. Effect of this Public Notice: 

Pre-import condition shall be mandatory for import of “raw sugar” under Advance 
Authorisation scheme. Export obligation period for “raw sugar “imported under 
Advance Authorisation has been reduced to six months from the date of 
clearance of each consignment by customs authority.
